Minutes of the Annual General Meeting

at the 28th Annual Course on International Law Librarianship

Istanbul, Turkey, 13th October 2009
1. The President of the Association welcomed delegates to the Conference and others attending. He thanked Serdar Katipoglu, Sami Cukadar, Kerem Kahvecioglu, and their colleagues at the Istanbul Bilgi University, in the Platform of Turkish Law Librarians and on the Local Organising Committee for their excellent work in making the conference another outstanding success in both academic and social terms. He thanked the main sponsors for their support.
2. The Minutes of the Annual General Meeting held in San Juan, Puerto Rico in December 2008 were approved.

3. President’s Report:

The President presented his annual report to the members. He reminded those present his and the other reports are available on the Association’s website and he outlined the highlights of the year.
The President reminded members that 2009/10 would be an election year and encouraged them to assist the Nominations Committee and also to take advantage of the opportunities given by the Constitution (which would be explained by the Secretary at the meeting, and direct to members after the meeting, and on the website) to nominate additional candidates. 
He then introduced the representatives of other library associations:
· Cathy Lehmann, President of the American Association of Law Libraries brought greetings from American colleagues and invited members to the annual conference to be held in Denver, Colorado, in July 2010.
· Petal Kinder, President of the Australian Law Libraries Association brought greetings from Australian colleagues and invited members to the annual conference to be held in Melbourne in September 2010. 
· Holger Knudsen, Chair of the Section of Law Libraries, outlined the progress of the Section and urged members to get involved with the Section. He informed members of the proposed programme for the Section at the IFLA Congress to be held in Gothenburg, Sweden, in August 2010.
4. Future Annual Courses:

The Board Liaison for the 2010 conference, Ruth Bird, informed members that the conference will be held in The Hague (‘the World Capital of International Law’) at the Peace Palace Library from 5th to 9th September 2010.  International Law will be the prime focus of the Conference which will also incorporate a visit to the Erasmus University in Rotterdam and an additional day in Delft and Leiden. Jeroen Vervliet of the Peace Palace Library and René Winter of the Erasmus University of Rotterdam are organising the Conference with their Dutch colleagues.
Jeroen Vervliet, Local Organiser and Board Member, gave a visual presentation with commentary on the various venues for the 2010 conference, including the Peace Palace, the libraries to be visited in The Hague, the Erasmus University in Rotterdam and the itinerary for the optional additional day in Delft and Leiden.
The President informed the meeting that provisional arrangements had been made with the University of Malaya in Kuala Lumpur for the 2011 Annual Conference. The Conference would take place in early December to avoid the monsoon season and the university term. The main contact in Kuala Lumpur was IALL member Harvinder Kaur.
5. Secretary’s Report:

The Secretary explained the procedure for the forthcoming election and urged the members to ensure the email addresses held by the Association were correct and to look out for a postal ballot, should one prove necessary. The Secretary’s report was approved.

6. The Treasurer’s Report:

The report of the Treasurer was approved.

The audited accounts were approved.

The Auditor, Kenneth M. Ditmars of Ditmars Perazzi & Co. LLP of Westhampton, New Jersey USA was reappointed Auditor for 2010.

7. Report of the Finance Committee

Apologies were received from Dick Danner Chair of the Committee. The Report of the Finance Committee was approved.

8. Report of the Committee on Communications:

Petal Kinder, Chair of the Committee appealed to members to write articles for IJLI. Referring to the revised website she emphasised that it was the members’ website and encouraged all to submit material and or comments. She noted that the Editor of IJLI would welcome contributions. Open Access to IJLI was now being provided based in Cornell University.
9. Report of the Scholarships Committee:

Jennefer Aston, Chair of the Committee introduced the 2009 grantholders and encouraged attendees to make them welcome.

There were 9 applications from 7 countries.  Applicants from Egypt, Korea, and the United Kingdom were selected:

10. Web Site Award:
Ligita Gjortlere, Chair of the Web Site Award Committee, announced the 2009 winner as the United Nations Audiovisual Library of International Law. Announcing the Award Ligita Gjortlere said that  “The Audiovisual Library of International Law is a unique, multimedia resource which allows the United Nations unprecedented capacity to provide high quality international law training and research materials to an unlimited number of recipients at a global level." Susan Kurtas of the UN HQ Library in New York received the award on behalf of the UN.
