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The IALL Scholarships Committee administers funds made available by the Association to provide financial assistance for law librarians otherwise unable to take advantage of its educational programmes.

The current members of the Committee are the President (Jules Winterton), the immediate past President (Holger Knudsen), the Secretary (Anne Morrison), and the Chair (Jarka Looks).

The only scheme at present in operation is the provision of professional development bursaries to assist in attending the annual conference of the Association.  The guidelines for selection are posted on the IALL web site. The guidelines give the Committee some discretion as to number and amount of awards. The Committee is in contact via e-mail as required.


For 2004-2005, the Committee reports the following: 

1.  The Board voted a budget of US$4,500 for the year 2004-05.

2.  The conference scholarships were advertised in mid-March on the IALL web site and numerous e-lists with the assistance of Lyonette Louis-Jacques. The closing date was the end of April. This continued the practice implementing a decision of the Board to advertise and close applications earlier. 

3.  There were 18 applications (9 in 2004 and 18 in 2003). The applicants came from Australia – 1; Canada – 1; England – 1; Estonia – 1; Hungary – 1; India – 2; Italy – 1;  Kenya – 1; Macedonia – 1; Malaysia – 1; Nigeria – 3; Puerto Rico – 1; South Africa – 1; USA – 2.

4. Applicants from Kenya, Malaysia and Puerto Rico were selected: Mr. Hudson A. Liyai of the University of Nairobi Law Library, Ms. Harvinder Kaur of the University of Malaya Law Library and Ms. Maria M. Otero-de Leon of the University of Puerto Rico Law Library.


In the coming year, the Committee looks forward to continuing to administer the scholarship programme and to working towards a scheme to allow financial assistance for placements.
