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This has been a relatively quiet year as this is not an election year and there have been few enquiries about membership applications. I think this is because our website is used more for this kind of information. I still get enquiries regarding missed copies of the journal and occasional notices of cancellations of membership which I pass on to the appropriate officers.

There is a steady stream of requests from publishers and other commercial businesses for a list of our members. I explain to them that we do have an annual institute and they could attend and/or send material.

The brochures produced by the Communications Committee have proven very successful and I sent up-to-date brochures to this year’s Conference Committee, to the Editor of the Journal for distribution, and to individual Board members.  We will need to have more blank brochures printed as the current supply is almost exhausted.

The minutes of the Helsinki meetings were distributed by email in late November and the final version with amendments submitted by the members of the Board will be presented for approval at the meeting in Florence.
